Mastering DOORS  

A three day course that provides the inside scoop on applying IBM Rational DOORS to the Requirements 

Management process.  No DOORS experience is required but an understanding of the company’s require-

ments processes are helpful.  Day one takes the user through the basic word processor-like functions of the 

tool and is a suitable stand-alone course for personnel involved in the capturing and writing of requirements 

and capabilities.

Customizing DOORS for Your Environment 
A two day in-depth DOORS DXL course for a maximum of 6 students. Some basic programming ex-
perience is desired (C++, JavaScript, etc.) and experience with IBM Rational DOORS and how it is 
used within the  environment is strongly recommended. Day one teaches the language basics and 
establishes how DXL is applied to the DOORS data within the scope of best practices. Day two fo-
cuses on extracting the data in various formats (report writing), user administration techniques and data 
maintenance. The customer is expected to provide each student with a computer with DOORS installed 
and licensed. Bay State provides each student with the course workbook including solutions to each pro-
gramming exercise. 
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DOORS Administration 
A one-day hands-on course for DOORS Database administrators.  Understanding of the  computer environment is ex-
pected but extensive DOORS knowledge is not required.  This course is limited to five students and covers user admini-
stration, permission applications and data recovery and back-up techniques.  This course is limited to four students and 
the customer is expected to provide a computer with DOORS installed and licensed.  Bay State will supply each student 
with the course reference material. 

DOORS Check-up 
A one- or two-day “state of DOORS health” check-up for customers currently using IBM Rational DOORS and desiring to 
improve their DOORS/requirements process.  Preferably preceded by an in-depth interview, this consultation involves 
interviewing a representative sample of personnel involved with administering and using DOORS and an evaluation of 
the suitability of the existing host equipment, network access, DOORS data organization and user administration.  Spe-
cific customer concerns will be addresses within the time constraints.
